Now that you and your child
have read the story, enjoy one or
more of the following activities. Remember,
it's also OK to read the story again and again!
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Activities
e Make a family picture album together with your child. Gather the pictures of your family
members and label them together.

e Have your child list the names of his or her sisters and/or brothers according to their birth
order.

o Draw your child’s attention to the birthday preparations in the story. Let your child make a list
of things you do to prepare for birthday celebrations in your family.
